Director
In our State, where 85% of population lives in rural
areas, the Agriculture along with its allied sectors has to
play an important role in sustaining the economic growth
of the populace. It contributes about 26.4% to Gross State
Domestic Product. Out of total 61.48 lakh ha cultivable
lands, we have 29.14 lakh ha. high lands & 17.55 lakh ha
medium lands. Furhter, about 33% cultivable area is under
irrigation & total irrigation potential created from all sources
is about 40.81lakh ha. i.e. Kharif 27.63 lakh ha & Rabi
13.18 lakh ha. Paddy is the traditionally main crop grown
in most of the areas. The State has largely tropical climate,
with high temperature, high humidity, medium to high
rainfall, short and mild winters. Most of the rains are
received during South-West Monsoon & approximately
1144 mm rainfall out of 1451 mm average annual rainfall
takes place only in 4 monsoon months. The State also has
high incidences of natural calamities like droughts, cyclones
& floods.

The State has 4 broad Physiographic zones ie Coastal
Plains, Central Tableland, Northern Plateau and Eastern
Ghats. The soil types range from fertile alluvial deltaic soils
in the coastal plains, mixed red and black soils in Central
tableland, red and yellow soils with low fertility in the
Northern Plateau to red, black & brown forest soils in
Eastern Ghat region. The soils differ widely from highly
acidic to slightly alkaline and from light sandy to clayee
soils.

All the demographic, climatic & edaphic parameters
advocate high potential of Horticulture crops in the state.
At national level, horticulture sector has emerged as a
potential player in the economy contributing 30% to
Agriculture GDP from 8.5% of the crop area under
horticulture (eco survey 2004-05). However, traditionally,




horticulture sector was not so well organized in the state.
In 1989, a designated cadre of extension staff, though
inadequate was put in a place, with the Directorate of
Horticulture. Major interventions were developmental crop
plantation & farms/nursery development with the
assistance from the District Administration.

In 2005-06, that after launch of National Horticulture
Mission, a multi dimensional approach was adopted with
simultaneous focus on post harvest management &
protective cultivation as well as micro irrigation along with
crop raising. Over last 4 years, a sizeable perennial crop
clusters have been developed, however not much progress
could be made in market development, protective
cultivation. Micro irrigation is now picking up under new
Agriculture policy.

It was long a felt need to develop a structured
periodical communication with the field staff, farmers,
and technical experts particularly with reference to cultural
practices, integrated pest management & integrated
nutrition management.

Bringing of this quarterly news letter is a step in this
direction. Contributions from all stake holders are of great
value to us. I gratefully acknowledge the valuable
contributions of my colleagues in the Directorate of
Horticulture, Orissa in bringing of this news letter. Hope
this news letter will serve interests of horticulture farmers
substantially.
