ON
ACTIVITIES OF FOREST AND ENVIRONMENT DEPARTMENT (2004-05)

1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Forest and Environment Depatment are responsble for conservation and
udandble management of forests and wildlife, afforestation and regeneration of
degraded forest lands, control and abatement of pollution and adminigtration of

environmentd laws and promotion of environmenta awareness among the public.

1.2  Forests have an important role in the economy of the State, particularly, amongst
rurd S.C. and Triba masses. Forestry activities contribute a lot to their food security and
day-to-day livelihood. Forests dso sudtain the large sized livestock of about 22.7 million.
The pressure of human population and livestock on forests for fud wood, smdl timber
and grazing in mog places is much more and beyond the carrying capacity of existing
forets and these forests are under continuous threat of degradation. The rapid
degradation of forests has created serious problems for the overdl eco-sysem and
livdihood of forest dependant population.

2. ADMINISTRATIVE SET UP:

21. The Foret and Environment Department in the State operates through a number
of depatmenta formations and autonomous bodies. The fiedd formations under the
forestry set up are organized under the Forest, Wildlife and Kendu leaf Wings. The
Orissa Forest Development Corporation (O.F.D.C.) Ltd. acts as the commercid wing of
the Depatment and discharges the function of disposing of various forest produce, viz,
Kendu leaf, sdvaged timber, bamboo and sa seed. It dso supplies timber, bamboo and
firewood to the public through over 168 depots run by it.

2.2. Redructuring of the foret fidd formations with a view to improving efficiency
and integrating al foredry functions a the Divisord leve to facilitate forestry extenson
activities and promotion of participatory foret management, has been effected from
1102003 vide F&E Depatment Resolution No.1lF (A)-100/2003/13228/F&E
(t.08.08.2003. After reorganization, the State has 7 Forest Circles and 37 Forest
Divisons under the Principd Chief Consarvator of Forests, 1 cirde and 12 Wildlife
Divisons with teritorid jurisdiction and Nandan Kanan Zoologicd Pak under the



Principd Chief Consarvator of Forests (Wildlife) & Chief Wildlife Warden. Besides,
there ae 3 cdrdes and 19 Kendulesf Divisons under Additionl Principa Chief
Conservator of Forests (Kendu Leaf) engaged in collection and processng of Kendu
leaves There are 221 Forest Ranges and 60 Wildlife Ranges. For collection and
processng of Kendu leaf, there are 165 KL Ranges. Further, there are 8 working plan
divisons, one Forest Resources Survey divison , and two Silviculture divisons looking
into preparation of working plans, resource inventory and forest research respectively.
There are five traning inditutions, viz. one Forex Ranges Traning College, one
Forester Training School, two Forest Guards Training Schools, and Socia Forestry
Training & Research Ingtitute, Bhubaneswar.

23 The Environment Wing — The Environment Wing of the erswhile Science,
Technology and Environment Depatment became pat of the Foret and Environment
Department in October 1990. The Environment Wing does not have any fiedd formation.
Beddes the Directorate of Environment, the State Pollution Control Board condtitutes the
main agency of the Government. Chilika Development Authority has been sat up for the
eco-restoration of Chilika Lake. The Regiona Plant Resources Center (RP.R.C) is a
unique inditution devoted to ex-situ preservation and development of plant genetic
resources of the State and devdopment and application of micro propagation
technologies. A Center for Environment Studie(CES) has been crested during 2000-
2001 by the State Government with the objective of disseminaing environmenta-linked
information, creation of environmenta awareness, and taking up need based studies and
conultancy assgnments in the fidd of environmentad impact assessment and

environmental management plans

3. STATE OF THE FORESTS
3.1 The State has a recorded forest area of about 58,136.23 Sg.Kms. with the
following classficaions-

Reserved Forests 26,329.12 Sq.Kms.
Demarcated Protected Forest 11,686.44 Sq.Kms.
Undemarcated Protected Forest 3,838.78 Sq.Kms.
Unclassed forest 20.55 Sq.Kms.
Village Forests, Khesra Forest and Others. 16,261.34 Sg.Kms.

Totd: 58,136.23 Sq.Kms.




3.2  According to the State of Forests Report, 2001 published by the Forest Survey of
India, the actual forest cover is 48,838 Sg.Km. including 219 Sg.Km. of mangrove
forests. The forest cover break up is given below.

Dense Forest (with crown density above 40% 27,972 Sg.Km
Open Forest (with crown density of 10%to 40%) 20,866 Sg.Km

Total forest cover 48,838 Sq Km
Mangrove Forest (included in two above forests) 219 Sg.Km
Scrub  area (with crown density below 10 %) 5,782 Sg Km

3.3. Thus, while the recorded forest area conditutes about 37.34% of the tota
geogrephicad area of the State, actual forest cover exists over only 31.36 % of the
geographical area, and out this 13.40 % is open degraded forests. National Forest Policy
dipulates that 33% of the geogrephicd aea should be under forest cover. The
Depatment has been congtantly endeavouring to protect the forest areas and regenerate
the degraded forests. According to the 2001 State of the Forest Report of the Forest
Survey of India, the decline in forest cover  has been arrested and there has been actudly
an increase in the total forest cover in the State by 1805 Sg.Kms. This is datributed to
both protection and successful Joint Forest Management efforts.

4. FOREST PROTECTION

4.1 With growing population there has been tremendous pressure on the forests both
for forest produce as well as for forest lands. Consequent upon reorganization during ;the
year the State is divided into 281 (221 Forest and 60 Wildlife) Ranges, 1001 Sections and
3674 Beats. The average forest area per Beat comes to 15.82 Sg. Kms. for a Forest
Section, 58.07 Sg. Kms. and for a Range 206.88 Sq.Kms. which is considered to be quite
high from the management point of view. Besdes, the Fores Saff ae  responsble for
developmentad activities and protection of trees in dl other classfied type of forests, not
within their adminigrative control.

4.2  lllegd remova of forest produces is largey confined to some vulnerable aress
such as the forests in the basn of River Mahanadi spread over Sambdpur, Angul,
Cuttack, Nayagarh and Boudh didtrictss Smilipd Forests in Mayurbhanj didtrict; the
forests of Rayagada, Korgput & Malkangiri Didricts on Orissa= Andhra Pradesh border



and the forest corridors on the Inter State Orissas Jharkhand and Orissa= Chhatishgarh

border.

4.3  The Forest Depatment has been keeping a close vigil over forest offences and
taking action to bring the offenders to book. During 2004-05, as per the figures reported,
the forest offence cases booked offenders involved, timber and forest produce seized and
cases booked under Section 56 and put to confiscation proceedings in the dtate are as

follows.

4.4. 19 Units of APR Force have been deployed in different Foret & Wildlife
Dividons of the Sate for the purpose of Forest protection in vulnerable aress. These 19
units comprise 260 Nos. of Police Personnd including 20 Sis, 14 A.Sls 19 Havildars
and 207 Congables. In addition, the Centrd Reserve Police Force (C.R.P.F.) has been
deployed n the Dhuandi and Barbara of Reserve Forest area of Khurda Forest Division,
which is a pach of rich and unique Foret with Tesk Pantaions from the pre-
independence times. The experience has been encouraging. A proposal for congtitution of
Orissa States Forests Protection Force in selected vulnerable aress is under consideration

in Government levd.

45. 265 Forest Check gates have been established in the State to regulate the trangt of
forest produce. 739 VHF sats have been inddled in different territorid Ranges, Sections
and other vulnerable areas. Besides, 408 guns and 104 revolvers have dso been supplied
to the fiedld dgaff. Further Draft Rules for use of fire ams by Forest Officers is under
congderation.

4.6 In addition to the above measures, the State has aso adopted the policy of Joint
Forex Management (JFM) and has involved the loca Vvillagers in protection and
management of the degraded forets. A scheme to reward villagers as wel as
departmenta personnd for confiscating stolen property and preventing theft has been
introduced.



5. JOINT FOREST MANAGEMENT:

51. One of the dient features of the Nationa Forest Policy (1988) is to actively
associate the people in the protection, conservation and management of forests. The State
Government is wedded to a policy of promoting paticipation of locd village
communities in protection and management of degraded forests. In August 1988, the
State Government brought out a resolution to formdly introduce a scheme of protection
of peripherd reserved forests with participation of the people of adjoining villages.
These guiddines have been fine-tuned from time to time, ending with September 1996
Resolution.

5.2 In accordance with the 1993 JFM Resolution of the Government, 7,002 Vana
Samrakshana Samities (VSS) were formed in the State up to 31.03.2004 and were
assgned 6689 Sg. Km. of forest area for protection through Joint Force Management.
During 2004-2005 (upto September 2004), additionad 356 VSS have been formed with
assgnment of 1350 Sg. Km. of foret aea.  Thus, the total number of VSS formed in
the State stands at 7358, and 8039 Sg. Km. of forest area is covered under protection of
these Vana Samrekshana Samities. All the families of 7646 villages are members of
7358 VSS so far condtituted.

6. PLANTATION PROGRAMME:

6.1. According to the Forest Survey of India present forest cover in the State is
31.36% as againgt 33% of the tota geographica area dipulated by the Nationd Forest
Policy, 1988. There is thus an imperative need to acceerate efforts for afforestation and
regeneration of the degraded forests for achieving 33% forest cover and dso to reforest
the degraded forests with less than 10% crown dendty in the entire recorded forest area
messuring 5,782 Sg.Kms.

6.2. During 2004-2005, afforestation programme has been implemented in the State
under State Plan and Centrdl Plan over a tota area of 24,605 ha Out of this 13,130 ha
has been covered under Revised Long Term Action Plan ( RLTAP), 10946 ha under
Nationd Afforestation Programme ( NAP) and 349 ha under Economic Plantation. The
Fores & Wildlife Wing have implemented the afforestation works. Bulk of plantation
carried out isin KBK Disgtricts under RLTAP.



6.3. The Depatment has been implementing afforestation programmes in K.B.K.
didricts under the Revised Long Term Action Plan (RLTAP) dnce last four years.
During the current year, 8035 ha have been covered under block plantation, another 5000
ha have been covered by rehabilitation of degraded forests and 95 ha under medicind
plantation. Fruit bearing and N.T.F.P. species as wdl as fud wood, economic Species
and bamboo have been planted under the Scheme. At dl plantation dStes Vana
Samrakshana Samities have been formed and peopl€ s participation ensured.

6.4 The Forex & Wildlife Wings have aso taken up 210 ha of plantation under
Jagannath Vana Prakadpa and 211 ha of mixed plantations with DRDA funding. Further
6622 ha plantation under compensatory afforestation has aso been taken up during the
current year out of fund deposted by User Agencies for the purpose. Flowering trees
including 2000 Frangipani seedlings have been planted a Ldlitagiri Heritage Site.

6.5  Forest Development Agency:-

During the 10th Plan period the Minigry of Environment & Forests, Government
of India have adopted an integrated approach to Forest Conservation and the community,
living in the forest fringes by converging the flow of funds under various central sector
and centrdly sponsored schemes through Forest Development Agencies (FDA)
condituted in every forest divison. Accordingly, F.D.As have been condituted in 27
forex and one wild life divison with total number of 1140 VSS prior to reorganization in
October, 2003.  Micro-plans for development of areas assigned to each V.SS  have
been prepared. MoEF, Government of India had cleared dl the 28 proposds and
sanctioned funds to the tune of Rs. 60.65 crores. 15681 ha of plantation was taken up
during 2003-04. During 2003-04, Rs. 14.56 crores were sanctioned in favour of these
F.D.As. 10946 ha of plantations have been taken up under NAP ( Nationd Afforestation
Programme) in the current yeer.

6.6 Besides, the Foret & Wildlife Wing have dso raised and didributed 11 lakh
seedlings to the farmers for growing trees in ther own lands under the Decentraized
Nursery Programme as part of the E.A.S. implemented by the D.R.D.As.



6.7 Compensatory Afforestation:-

Devdopment activities in different sectors like Irrigation, Mining, Ralways
Roads, etc involve large scde diverson of forest land for non-forestry purposes. In the
state of Orissa, since 1980 up to December’ 2004, 269 Nos. of project proposas under
different sectors have been agpproved by the Government of India, Minidry of
Environment and Forests under the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 involving diversion
of 29362 ha of forest land. The Government of India while giving their permission, have
dipulated compensatory afforestation in lieu of forest areas diverted for non-forestry
purpose. For this purpose, various agencies have deposited Rs.63.06 crores with the
State Government. Till September 2004, Compensatory Afforestation has been done over
an area of 23,364 ha. in forest and non-forest land with an expenditure of Rs.19.8 crores.

6.8 Medicind Plants:

State Medicind Pants Board is functioning dnce August, 2002 for promoting
cultivation of medicind plants in the State. During 2004-05, 43 commercia projects and
31 promotiond projects, which include 11 projects of Government agencies, have been
recommended by State Medicind Plants Board for financia assstance. So far during
2004-05, Nationd Medicind Plants Board (NMPB) has sanctioned 5 promotiona
projects, a an estimated cost of Rs. 64.00 lakhs and 41 commercia projects of farmers
for cultivation and marketing of medicind plants for assstance of Rs. 52.64 lakhs over 3
years. A Scheme on Vanaspati Van with financid outlay of Rs. 5.00 crores is under
implementation in Gandhamardhan Hill Range in Bolangir and Bargarh Forest Divisons.

7. KENDU LEAF TRADE:

7.1 Kendu Leaf (KL) trade offers one of the largest employment opportunities in
rurd Orissa The Kendu Leaf Organization has opened 7,806 nos. of Phadis in 23
digricts of the state for purchase of the kendu leaf collected by the villagers. 993 numbers
of K.L. Centrd Godowns have been constructed for storage of the processed and phal
kendu leaf bags.

7.2 During 2004-05 ( 2004 crop year), 4.53 lakh quintals of KL were produced, out of
which 341 lakh quintas were in Processed form and 1.12 lakh quintas were Phd leaves.
About 10 lakh pluckers have been benefited in collection. Other works of KL operation



like bush cutting, phadi repair, processng and binding of K.L. eic. have generated wage
[abour in the order of 45 lakh person days. 660 M.T. of food commodities of World Food
Programme have been issued as an incentive to the binding labourers during the year. For
enhanced transparency in the operations a dl stages, Phadi Committees have been
organized and activated for each of the 7,806 collection centers. The procurement price
offered to primary collectors of kendu leaf has been revised to 21.5 paise per 20 leaves
for 2005 crop. Besides, steps are being taken to supply ‘ Chappa’ to pluckers.

7.3  The OF.D.C. Ltd finances the entire operationd cost of production of K.L. and

carries out marketing of KL asan Agent of the State Government.

8. SETTLEMENT IN FORESTS AND DIVERSION OF FOREST LAND FOR
DIFFERENT DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS:

81  For diverson of fores land for different nonforest purpose, prior approval of
Government of India under Section 2 of the Foret (Conservation) Act, 1980 is
mandatory. Since inception of the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980, 276 nos. of projects
bedonging to Irrigation, Industry, Mining, Transmisson Line, Roads Ralways and
Defense Sectors have been cleared by Government of India under provisons of the Act
diverting 29362.5 ha of forest areaiin totd till December, 2004.

8.2 Out of this, during the year 2003-04, 22 Nos. of projects have been cleared by
Government of Indiainvolving diverson of 1493.711 haof forest land.

8.3 Pursuant to commitment of the State Government to regularize the Pre-1980
encroachment/forest villages in favour of the digible encroachers, complete proposas in
respect of 17 digtricts involving the case of 3,754 families for 3328.415 ha of forest land
to be sdtled in ther favour have been sent to Government of India for their approva
under the provison of Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980. The proposas are pending at
GOl levd after the Apex Court vide their order dated 23.11.2001 had restrained GOI
from regularization and sdtlement of encroachments on foret land. The Stae
Government have moved Hon'ble Supreme Court during November, 2004 again for
giving direction to the Government of India for regularizaiion of Pre-1980 digible

encroachment cases in the State. Orders of the Apex Court are awaited.



9. WILDLIFE CONSERVATION ACTIVITY:

9.1. Management of Wildlife, maintenance and development of Sanctuaries, Nationa
Parks, Biosphere Reserves and Zoological Parks are the responshbility of the Wildlife
Wing of the depatment headed by the Chief Wildlife Warden. The State Board for
Wildlife has been recondtituted under the chairmanship of the Chief Miniger. The Board
has dready hdd its firs medting and taken some important decisons regarding

consarvation of wildlife

9.2. In order to protect and consarve wildlife in their habitats, a tota No. of 18
Sanctuaries and two Naiona Parks, have been condituted. Besides three  eephant
resrves namdy (i) Mayurbhanj (i) Sambdpur (Badarama-Khdasuni), (iii) Mahanadi
have dso been congtituted. These protected areas congtitute 10.73% of the total forest and
4.1% of the total geographical area of the state.

9.3. As pe the census of Tigers conducted during January 2004, there were 192
tigers and 457 leopards in the wild in the State, including 101 tigers and 127 leopards in
the Smilipa Forests. As per Elephant census of 2002, there are 1,841 eephants in the
State. The number of crocodiles in Bhitarkanika as per January’2004  census is 1,358.
During 2004, by 2 week of March, 2,17,091 Olive Ridley sea turtle laid their eggs a
Gahirmatha sea coast and another 2,01,315 sea turtles mass nested at Rushikulya river
mouth. In the current season, mass nesting of Olive Ridley sea turtle in Februray 2005
has been observed at Ruskulya mouth and Gahirmathain March, 2005.

9.4. Nandankanan Zoologicd Pak has the didinction of having 48 gpecies of
mammals, 69 species of birds and 22 gpecies of reptiles. Many new and well designed

animd enclosures were put up in the Nandankanan Zoo during the yeer.

95 The State has been implementing severd research and conservation projects in
Wildlife, viz- the Project Tiger (1972-73), Integrated Crocodile and Sea Turtle Project
(1975-76), Project Elephant (1991-92), Aquatic Bird Project (1992-93), Black Buck
Project (1994-95) and GOI-UNDP Sea Turtle Project (2000-2002), Dolphin Project
(2002-2003) etc.

9.6 In the Winter of 2003-04, about 8.66 lakh migratory birds belonging to 137
families vidgted Chilika Lake, as per the census made by Bird experts. There was a
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higher congregation of migratory water-fowl of 9.58 lakhs in the Chilika lake during this
year aso due to the protection afforded to bird speciesin the lake.

9.7  Compasonate payment on account of human deaths and injuries caused by Tiger,
Leopard, Elephant, Crocodile, Soth Bear, Indian Wolf Boar, Gaur and Wild Dog attacks
within a foret area or  within a bdt of five kilometers from the limit of forests is being
made.

10. ORISSA FOREST DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION:

10.1 During the year 2004-05, the Corporaion has taken up supply of fue wood,
bamboo and house building materias to the public through 168 Retall Sde Depots
located al over the State. During the year, the corporation has sold about 11,983 cum. of
timber and 17,877 MT of firewood a a sde vaue of Rs. 15.35 crore gpproximately  to
meet the demand of people. At present, OFDC is operating 7 Saw Mills by the
corporation and 2 hired saw mills. The Corporation has paid Rs. 5.00 crore towards
royaty on timber to the Government during the current yeer.

10.2 Due to the ban on feling of trees the traditiond busness activities of the
Corporation have been severdly curtailed. Industrial Bamboo of 15,000 sde units to
Paper Mills of Orissa and commercid long bamboo of 75,000 number had been sold by
OFDC in the previous season. The Orissa Forest Development  Corporation Ltd.
recaeived about 4.54 lakh quintas of Kendu Leaves from the Forest Department in 2004-
05 for marketing. During 2004-05 a&bout 4.40 lakh quintals of K.L. ( including unsold
previous years sock) have been targeted to be sold fetching a sde vadue of Rs.140.00

crores (approx.).

10.3 The Corporation is over burdened with a large work force. It has 4,300 regular
daff on its pay roll. Its normd revenue earnings are not sufficient to meet the cost of this
edablishment. Hence the Corporation has been incurring losses.  Voluntary Retirement
Scheme (VRS) and CRS was introduced in the Corporation during 2001-02 with the co-
operation of Public Enterprises Department of State Government and is continuing.

11. WORLD FOOD PROGRAMME PROJECT:
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11.1 A project for providing subsidized food ration to labourers engaged in forestry
activities for improving thelr nutritiond daus is being implemented by the Depatment
by avaling food ad from the World Food Programme of the United Nations. The food
commodities are received free a the ports and transported to various work stes a the
cost of the State Government.

11.2 The food commodities are utilized in predominantly triba arees of the State in the
activities like affforestation, bamboo operations and Kendu Leaf binding and processng
operations. To avail of food ration a labourer is required to voluntarily contribute at the
rate of Rs. 9.00 per ration from his daly wage. The generated funds are utilized for
meeting needs of the locd communities by implementing localy relevant micro projects
such as drinking water, tank renovation, hedth care etc through collaboration between the
Forest Department fidd staff and local communities.

11.3 The programme continued during 2004-05. Till end of December 2004, 2866.06
MTs of rice and 19346 MTs of Pulses were utilized under the project. Wdfare funds to
the tune of Rs. 2,83,07,623 were utilized for execution of micro projects approved by
SL.C.C.

12. NATIONAL FOOD FOR WORK PROGRAMME( NFFWP):

121 Nationd Food for Work Programme(NFFWP) has been launched in 18 districts
of Orisa It is learnt that so far, 359 forest projects costing Rs. 604.83 lakhs have been
included in the didtricts plans.
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13. ACTIVITIESOF THE ENVIRONMENT WING:

The Environment Depatment has folowing four orgenizations under its
adminigtretive contral.

(a) State Pollution Control Board.
(b) Chilika Development Authority
(c) Regiona Plant Resources Centre
(d) Centrefor Environmental Studies.

13.1 Thefollowing important activities were undertaken under the environment wing

(i) The State Government have banned use of polythene of less than 20 microns
with effect from 26" January, 2004.

(i) Exemption of IT indudries from taking NoC/ Clearance of the State Pollution
Control Board.

@iy  Monitoring  implementation of the Nationd River Conservetion
Progranme(NRCP) for pollution abatement of Rivers as accorded by Ministry of
Environment & Forests, Government of India Housng & Urban Development
Department is the Noda Department and Orissa Water Supply and Sewerage
Board is the executing agency for this programme.

(iv) The Orissa Stae Coadad Zone Management Authority condituted by
Government of India to enforce the Coastd Zone Management Plan and the
Coagtd Regulation Zone (CRZ) has recommended 9 (nine) Projects including
Ports, Nationa High Way, Air grip, crude oil pipeine, Fish Landing Centre, and
Light House etc. to Government of Indiafor CRZ clearance.

(V) In order to promote awareness for environmenta protection and conservation,
Didrict Environment Societies have been condituted in esch didrict under the
Chairmanship of Didrict Collectors. State Government conferred 16 ‘Prakruti
Mitra® and 18 ‘Prakruti Bandhu” Awards on the World Environment Day, 2004 to
voluntary organizationd villages/ inditutions and individuas.

(vi) Nationd Green Corps programme has been introduced by the Minigtry of
Environment & Forests, Government of India Under this programme 150 Eco-
clubs have been congtituted in schools in  each of the 30 didricts of the State. The
Eco clubs are pioneer teams cregting environmental awareness among the loca
inhabitants.

(vii) Nationa Environment Awareness Campagn (NEAC) is an important
environmentad awareness programme tha is taken up by the Environment
Department through the CES which has been declared as the Regiond Resource
Agency (RRA) under the NEAC Programme by the Minigtry of Environment &
Forests, Government of India Smal NGOs ae funded for environmenta

awareness activities.

15 CHILIKA DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY (CDA):

15.1 Eco-resortion of Chilika Lagoon has been the man eactivity of Chilika
Devdopment Authority. CDA is implementing an integraied management plan
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for retoration of Chilika Lagoon as per the guiddines of Ramsar convention. The
success of restoration measures taken are evident from the increase in the fish

landing to an extent of more than 28% in case of prawn and 10% in case of crab.

The redoration of Chilika is emerging as a globd modd. Twenty wetland
managers and experts including Governors of 2 provinces from Thaland visted
Chilika on a 7 day learning-trip. UNEP sponsored a lessons learnt workshop for 4
days in which 19 participants from 10 countries paticipated. Adan Wetland
symposium, 2005 was organized from 6-9 February, 2005 a Bhubaneswar and
more than 200 del egates from 32 countries participated in the symposium.

An innovaive paticipatory waeshed management programme is  being
implemented in the cachments of Chilika with finencda support from
Government of India with the objective of enhancing the productivity in the
Micro-watershed. Under this programme, 1050 ha of plantations and 150 ha of
rehabilitation of degraded forest were carried out.

CDA has been conferred  with the prestigious ‘Indira Gandhi Paryavaran Award,
2002 during 2004 for the outsanding work on Eco-restoration of Chilika
Lagoon.

REGIONAL PLANT RESOURCE CENTRE:

Regiond Plant Resource Centre ( RPRC) has received recognition as a plant

science resource inditute as well as a Centre for consarvation of Biologicd diversty of
plants in India through Fidd Gene Bank(s), seed banks and in-situ conservation. RPRC
has been invited by His Excedlency the Presdent of India for rasing a cactus garden in
the Rashtrapati Bhawan.

A Medicind gem plasn gaden housng 206 species of medicind plants

collected from al over India has been developed for senstization of public in generd and

researchers in paticular. Apat from 106 rose vaieties avalable a the center, some

13,500 plants were added during this year.

The Centre has initisted evaluation of plant genetic diversty and phylogentic

rlationship in different groups of plants like, Albizzia, Dabergia, ginger, turmeric and
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rose through modern technique of molecular biology. 443 drains of bacteria and 134

drains of fungi from Bhitarkanika man-groves eco-system are maintained here,

It has undertaken Government of India sponsored projects
during 2004-05.

17.2. It has been declared as the Regiond Resource Agency(RRA) for the Nationd
Environment Awareness Campaign ( NEAC) of Government of India Under this
programme, gpplication forms from 1690 NGOs and other organization have been
received for NEAC 2004-05. The proposds are now being screened by the Ministry of
Environment & Forests, Government of India

17.3 As a Nodd Agency for Nationd Green Corps programme of Governmert of
India, the CES is coordinating the activities of 4500 Eco-Clubs formed in the schools of
the date for soreading environmentd awareness among school children and to involve
them in environment related activities.

18. ACTIVITIESRELATED TO ENVIRONMENT:
18.1 Ecology and Environment

1. Orissa State Coastal Zone Management Authority:-

The Orissa State Coastd Zone Management Authority has been condtituted by
Government of India to enforce the Coasta Zone Management Plan and to monitor
violations of coastd zone regulation. The office of the Director Environment has been
desgnated as the office of the State Coastd Zone Management Authority. A technica
cdl has been condituted to asss the Authority in matters of preparation and
modification of CRZ maps and to scrutinize the cases of CRZ violations by conducting
fidd vidgts. It has recommended two Projects for egablishment of Light Houses to
Government of India for CRZ clearance. The State Government has brought out a
Resolution introducing scrutiny fee for the projects that need clearance/ recommendation
from the Authority.

For sustainable use, development and protection of coasta and marine area
resources, a proposa for preparation of an Integrated Coastal Zone Management Plan for
identified dretches of Orissa coast viz. Konark, Puri and Bhitarkanika in associaion with
the Inditute for Ocean Management, Anna Universty, Chennai, has been submitted to
Government of India

2. Ecotourism:-

The Task Force condtituted for promotion of Ecotourism in Orissa had severd
rounds of interactions with the stakeholders and has decided tha it would be initidly
restricted to Chandaka, Chilika, Bhitarkanika and Smilipd.
