


4. There is no other provision for encashment of earned leave while in service
under the rules applicable to the members of All India services. Therefore,
members of the All India Services are entitled for encashment, of earned leave for
10 days each subject to the maximum of 60 days in the entire career; and a
maximum of 300 days of earned leave on retirement/death under rule 20A of the
All India Services(Leave) Rules, 1955. No member of the Service should be
allowed encashment of earned leave during service, other than mentioned above,
under any rule of the State Government.
