In the economic develcpment pmgra.mmes the
Govermnment 1s trying to give emphasis on training and skill development, so that the
S.C. youth is encouraged to acquire necessary entrepreneurship qualities. There is also
.an important need to see thdt sufficient Bank credit flows into livelihood programmes
for S.C. youth. While the law is being implemented under the Afrocities Act, it is also
necessary that we need to bring about attitudinal changes in the society, so that all the
weaker sections of the society will make use of the opportunities to improve their lives.
